For this year's sustainable Christmas tree competition, I crafted a unique tree that celebrates the beauty of nature and promotes environmental responsibility. The tree is built using layers of natural and repurposed materials, each thoughtfully arranged to create a stunning, eco-friendly holiday decoration.

Materials used:-
1. Red button ginger petals (fallen off from the tree)  
2. Pistachio shells (after being eaten)  
3. Fish scales (found in the dustbin)  
4. Wood dust from egg bag  
5. Sea shells  
6. Small cone-shaped fruits (fallen off)  
7. Queen wreath flowers (fallen off)  
8. Cardboard pieces  
9. Glue  
10. Non-toxic colors
The base of the tree is formed from dry leaves, which provide a rich, earthy foundation. The leaves are carefully arranged to form the lower layers of the tree, offering texture and a rustic charm while symbolizing the beauty of nature in its most organic form. This layer gives the tree a soft, natural appearance, reminiscent of a forest floor.

On top of the dry leaves, I added pistachio shells. These shells, often discarded after the nuts are eaten, add a unique visual appeal with their smooth, oval shapes and earthy tones. The pistachio shells create a pleasing contrast to the dry leaves, bringing a bit of playfulness and texture to the design.

Next, I layered fish scales, which contribute a delicate, shimmering effect to the tree. The scales reflect light beautifully, adding a touch of sparkle while continuing the theme of repurposing everyday items. Their iridescent quality gives the tree a magical, nature-inspired glow, evoking the beauty of aquatic life.

The tree's structure is reinforced with wooden dust placed in the upper layers. These pieces not only provide stability to the design but also add an organic, rustic element that contrasts beautifully with the softer materials below. The wooden scraps remind us of the importance of reusing materials, giving them a new life in this festive creation.

At the top of the tree, I crafted a star using seashells. This star symbolizes the holiday spirit, and the natural seashells add a coastal, beachy touch to the design. The seashells, with their varied shapes and sizes, create a stunning focal point, drawing the eye upward and completing the tree's unique and sustainable look.

Finally, to add the finishing touches, I decorated the tree with dried small fruits and flowers. These natural decorations add color and texture, further enhancing the tree’s organic feel. The dried flowers, with their delicate shapes and subtle hues, complement the other materials beautifully, while the dried fruits offer a touch of whimsy and warmth.

This Christmas tree is a testament to the power of creativity and sustainability. By repurposing everyday items and incorporating natural materials, it brings the spirit of the season to life in an environmentally friendly way.
