Design Idea

Base Structure:
Arrange approximately 40 books in a spiral pattern,
stacking them carefully to form the shape of a

Christmas tree.

Customization:
The size of the tree can vary based on the number and sizes of the books.
A small version can work as a table centerpiece,
while a larger one can serve as a floor display.

Positive Environmental Impact

1. Zero Waste: At the end of the celebration, the entire tree "disassembles" as guests take books home, leaving no physical waste.
2. Reuse & Repurpose: All materials used, such as books and decorations, are reusable and sustainable.
3. Promotes Sustainability: Inspires others to think creatively about repurposing everyday items for festive celebrations.

4. Reduces Carbon Footprint: No need for plastic or commercially manufactured decorations.
